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The Russian invasion of Ukraine in February 2022 marked a turning point in the lives of countless
Ukrainians. The sudden onset of war, coupled with the imposition of martial law, created a climate of
uncertainty and fear. For students, this disruption meant adapting to new educational realities,
including online learning and classes conducted in bomb shelters.

The Ferenc Rdkoczi Il Transcarpathian Hungarian College, located in the westernmost region of
Ukraine, was not immune to these challenges. Students faced daily air raid alerts, the stress of frequent
relocation, and prolonged power outages.

To better understand the impact of the war on students, this study sought to investigate their emotional
state and attitudes towards language learning. An online questionnaire was administered to 194
students from various majors at the college. The survey included questions about their feelings
regarding the war, their coping mechanisms, and their perspectives on English and German language
learning during this period.

The results of the study revealed a complex picture. While many students expressed initial worry about
the outcome of the war, they also demonstrated a remarkable resilience and optimism for the future of
their homeland. The study also identified several positive aspects. Many students found support from
their teachers and classmates, who provided encouragement and understanding.

One particularly encouraging finding was the positive impact of teacher feedback on student
motivation. Many students reported that receiving constructive feedback from their teachers helped
them stay engaged and motivated in their studies. This highlights the importance of supportive and
encouraging relationships between students and their educators during times of crisis.

In conclusion, the war in Ukraine has had a profound impact on the lives of students, both emotionally
and academically. While the challenges they face are significant, many students have demonstrated
remarkable resilience and adaptability. By understanding the emotional experiences of these students
and providing appropriate support, it is possible to help them navigate these difficult times and emerge
stronger.
